The
area changed rapidly in the late 18" century from a largely
rural area to a prosperous middle-class suburb, due to a
sharp rise in professionals, including clerical workers
moving to the area looking to commute into the city, thanks
to the development of the railway in the area. Many of the
old houses were demolished and replaced with housing
aimed at the middle-class.
